ortly after the Throne of Odua was

left vacant through the demise of
His Highnes Ademiluyi Otutu The Qni of
Ife last June, several rival claimants from
three of the ife royal houses had arisen to
contest the vacancy. The Resident
of this Province. H. L. Ward-Price. Esq.,
the Senators and Chiefs of Ifeland were
astounded at this movement, considering
the delicate situation of affairs thus creat*
ed, as each of the claimants had equal
rights to the throne, and the safest plan
resorted to was to keep the rival Princes
quiet in order to gain time to think over
the matter.

One could see at once that the present
movements of the Princes had deviated
from the ancient laws and customs of
Ifeland. which leaves no room for rivalry
among the royal houses in the choice of
a successor: the modern unconstitutional
practices by which any of the Princes
could push_himself through one way or
the other, regardless of whether it is his
turn or not is decidedly an unwarrant-
able innovation. According to the an-
cient laws and customs, whenever the
throne becomes vacant, it is the duty of
the Senators and Chiefs to convene a

[
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meeting and select by lot-casting, some-
one from those they considered fit
among the princes of the royal house
whose turn it is to reign This wise
principle still governs the selection of
Kings and Chiefs throughout the Yoruba
States and has helped in a great measure
to avert the evil effects that invariably
follow rivalry of royal successions -such
as hatred, illwill, persecution, unhappi-
ness and early grave « becuase the un-
successful rivals, oppressed with the
sense of failure, are not likely to feel
loyal to the successful claimant, who, on
the other hand. Is sure to fear that the
others are more influential than to live
with himself safely in the same town and,
assoon as he is sure of the hilt of his
fathers’ sword, may ask them to quit the
town or persecute them one way or the
other, for the wrath of a king is as
strong as the messenger of death.

Are we to allow this state of affairs to
continue unchecked in our country ~ We
believe every right-thinking person will
answer in the negative.

Prevention is always better than cure
and the best thing is the application and
enforcement of the Register of Mem-
bers of the different Royal Houses of if?,
which had already been in existence for
years and filed in the ife Native Admini-
stration office, in the solution of the pre-
sent question.  This will certainly pre-
vent rivalries among the Princes, and
every royal house will then have no
alternative but to await its turn. As
order is the first law in heaven, there is
no reason why it should not be the same
on earth also.

What is going on now at Ife is a
common occurrence in nearly every
part of this country and it is high hue
such practices should cease. Ife.as i
nation repose every confidence in the
Resident Mr. Ward-Price and would be
ever grateful for the correct settlement
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of the succession to the Throne of Odna,
in saccordance with lit? national law and
customs, at this critical period of her
mhistory so »  see every wrong right-
ed, if possibh., during the present inter-
regnum.

THE NEGRO HISTORIC
;BACKGROUNO.

Perhaps there is nothing so little known
of the Negro race as its historic back-
ground although, from the earliest know-
ledge of the history ofmankind, we find
that the contribution which black people
made to civilization is something for which
we, and even the whole world, should be
proud.

The prevailing idea that black _people
are inherently inferior to the white race

came as a direct attempt to justify the ,
institution of slavery in the U.S- The slave
trade was justi. il on th. grounds that
the natives were; heathens, but as a result
of slavery would become Christians. The
slaves did not become Christians and of
course, other grounds had to’be found on
which to justify the continuance of slavery
The next augument advanced was that in
view of the fact ihut the blacks were in
physiognomy different from white people,
they were by nature different creatures and
therefore inferior to white people. Here
we have the beginning of the docirine of
the inferiority of colored people. But la-
ter, fc'l. .ing d /i ly Jp’Uthe heels of this
theory, when tne oowels ¢’ Egypt and
Africa begun to give up their secrets, when
the mute testimony of the ade in the
land of Greece, Rome, Asia jd Arabia
began to show irrefutable evidence of ne-
groid culture, when cities were e- « vated
in Africa in which there were found many
signs of a fine civilization, then the scienti-
fic wo.!d stood in wonderment and surprise.
‘When Africa began to unfold her veil-
kept secrets the world of scholars and
kers turned to the classics, the Greek
.id Latin poets, to the myths of I. 'ia
and Arabia with the hope that some little
light might be shed on the meaning of
these new discoveries. And, ir. iy it be siad
to their credit that some of these scholars
went in search of truth and not for the
purpose of upholdic; racial tradition or to
«dorify any particular race. Among those
s-ho wei'v interested was Dr. Schlaiman,
who went to Greece and Home aud after
a most painstaking and careful investiga-
tion, Hashed this message hack to liis an-
Xious, waiting coleagues.- * It looks to me
like the civilization of an African race.”
I)r. Broughton wrote : " The Helens or
Greeks were the Syrians fin. to be brought
in contact with the suuburnt Baraites who
were as strongly Negroid as the Afro-A-
merican.”  Sir Authur Evans, then Pre3i-
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dent of the British Association for the
Advancement of Science wrote : “Whether
jou like it or not the Greeks whom we dis-
cern in the new dawn are not the pale-
skinned northerners but were essentially
a brown complexioned race.” Prof. Sergi
of Rome University said : " Until recent
years the Greeks and Romans were regard-
ed as Ayrians but, the Ayrians were sava-
ges and could not have produced the Gre-
co-Latin civilization. The primitive po-
pulation of these two countries with their
civilization evidently originated in Africa.”
Dr. Hayford, the noted historian suggest-
ed that Ethiopia was once mistress of the
world and that much talked-of Egypt was
but a province of Ethiopia, that Egypt’s
much talked-of Pharoahs were, in the be-
ginning, but simply governors sent out by
the mother country, Ethiopia. Chaldurn,
the ancient Arab historian say3: « In the
earliest traditions of all the more civilized
races of antiquity, the name of this distant
black people is found and their Godg and
their heroes are ever referred to a»swarthy
or black.” He tells of thecityof Ghana, si.
tuated onthe banka of the Niger. He refers
to it as the meeting place for Caravans from
all PaHa “f the world. It was the resort of
the rich, the pious, the learned of all na-
tioos.  The greatest of all the Sudan States
wm Songhay, whose area was eqaulled to
that of the U-S. It existed from AD.
7501to the year 1591. The marked evidence
of the high state of civilization which exist-
ed is the amount of learning which  they
possessed. The University of Sanfeore
was an active seat of learning. It ranked
wita the best colleges of Spain and Egypt.

Ethiopia's fame was well known to writers
of the Bible and it is referred toin that
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sacred bor~some 49 times. I the book
of Isaiah we read of “the land of the rust-
ling wings beyond the river Ethiopia, that
sendeth ambassadors by the sea
