Bat I want the reader to notice that j 
it will not be a fact to say ho, unless we 
can prove that statement by counting 
the number of men and the women in 
the country, and thus find out that the 
number of women is greater dia l that of 
the men, we shall only be guessing at it.

It is very bard for a man to get a 
girl of his age. If the man’s age is 25 
he finds it even difficult(especia!ly where 
polygamy is reigning)to get a girl of 20. 
The result is that when the man is 
ready to marry the girl is only 18. He 
urges on his parents-in-law that he wish­
es them to give him his wife. Having 
received the necessary dowry,the parents i 
in-tow cannot persist in refusing, and 
»o the girl is married at an age when her 
constitution is not strong enough to 
endure successfully child bearing. She 
finds it a terrible thing to conceive-she 
looks pale and dying, and if she is so 
lucky to survive the conception, she 
manages to prepare for another. When 
she lias given birth to two or three fluid, 
ren she looks feeble, old and disfi gured 
and by the time she reaches the age of 
?0. she has become a miserable 01<}

i woman ready to pass away from the 
world. Her children are not constitu­
tionally strong, and >« they curry 
weakhess dowri to posterity; many girl* 
unfortunately become so weak during 
the period that they cannot au-ry 
through, while only on the other hand’ 

-those who marry at,a riper age retain
their healthy appearance and locality,and 
they always appear yi linger than their 
age.

If one asks- what has caused such 
slate of things, one will find out that 
when some take many wires,many have 
none of their age or of the following 
age to take,so that they have to seek for 
wives among still younger girls and 
thew girls will be forced to marry when

Some men cannot get young wivemit 
all, so they only snatch them from 
those who possess many. It. is also 
obvious that there are hardly any w o- 
man who have no husband*.

We may therefore conclude from the 
above reasons that the number of women 
is most likely not greater than the. num­
ber of the men

11. T hk Fkkliuoi'No man wishes his 
wife to have several husbands, women 
are of like nature: only they cannot 
help it, and men take the advantage of 
their weak no*.

A woman feels happy with her hus­
band as long as he ha* not anothar wife 
j hen the man has another, the woman 
does not feel easy at it.

When a man has many wives he can­
not regard them as his |»irtners, but he 
regards them as a lot of property, and 
the women regard him only as their 
common host and none of them is totally 
responsible for him. either in health or 
in sicknes. Moreover they regard him 
onlv as somebody who hue right or -r

: 
.—

■
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them nr? Ions: as nobody else has j 
enticed them from him. The women j 
will never lake (he trouble to share in 
their owner’s misfortune.

Another woe of such « life is that a 
husband and a wife not trusting to be 
each other’s for life can never/enter ful­
ly into each other’s secrets : the man has 
many secrets to hide from the wife and 
go the wife from the man : friends are 
more intimate th in wives-for the wives 
are not friends lmt. a host of dangerous 
and suspicious enemies. The man is real 
)y living a single life-bnt labouring for 
many concubines—a miserable life. If 
he is so foolish as to cleave to one of 
them he may bring ruin to his life.

The wives on th«:other hand are al­
ways jealous of one another and cause 
constant riots and unhappiness in the 
house.

This condition between husband and 
wives descend to their children. The 
children of the ' i f  rent wiy°s look at 
their father'as a c-rnmon f  •' er and at 
his things as a common possession but 

*they regard their moihe-’s as their own.

Thus again the children take les9 caro 
. of their father. The father is imped- 
* ed from doing his best for his brilliant 

children, and if he dare to do ho, the 
children by the other wives are offonded, 
because they cun never reckon them­
selves as a member of one family.

When the man dies the constan fight- 
ing among the children on account of pro 
perty often ruin the house and the man 
cannot be said to have died the death of 
the righteous and his last end been 
like his”  (Num.23 ft ) .

Thus we see that from Social stand­
points, polygamy is a curse :

(a) To the happiness between man 
and woman because it prevents one

from entering fully into theifeelings of 
the other

(b ) To the happiness among wo­
man because they always fight for a 
common property.

(c) To the happiness amoug men 
because some have to seduce women 
from others when they cannot get any 
and hence forward become enemies.

(d ) To the happiness among the 
children of the same father, because 
they do not reckon themselves as mem­
bers of the same family, and they are 
mostly antagonists— though there are 
few exceptions.

It is also a hinderance to civilisation 
because parents can not combine all 
their e fE o r t s to train their children. 
The father lias to divide his small pro­
perty among so many wives and baa 
little for training the children.

( f )  Finally polygamy is a curse and 
detcrenc to the welfare of a nation for 
a wife fin Is out she gets insufnciwnt 
supply from her husband, she goes 
ubout committing sin with a view to 
get a living or a child. Generally 
speaking men who advocate polygamy 
are tho-e who have never tasted ti e 
happiness and enjoyment of family life 
and never have had t he slightest idea 
that there is uny happiness in such 
a companionship. They therefore ad­
vocate that there is no evil in polygamy 
because they have no experience in hap­
py monogamous life. They are like 
bush men who being informed of the 
beauty and grandeur of London came 
to Ibadan and thought they have reach­
ed London !

Before l  begin to write on this sub­
ject from Scriptural stand points. I shall 
answer this questiensof Alasiiye which 
pertain to Social btanlpoiuts.
